Ans A person who is doing something useful for the society is called a human resource. A human
effectively utilises a resource when He/she has skill, knowledge and education. These three factors
invent technology to explore and discover the resources given by the nature. Resources created by
human beings are called human made resources. Naturally obtained resources might not be suitable for
use in the form they are found in. So, they are changed into usable form by involving human expertise.

4. Differentiate between renewable resources and non-renewable resources.

Ans Resources which are present in the nature in limited quantity are called non-renewable resources. If
they are exhausted it would take hundreds of years to be renewed again. Eg. Coal, petroleum. Resources
which can be replenished or renewed over a period of time. They can be obtained mechanically,
physically or chemically depending upon their sources. However, if they are utilised without planning
and are used carelessly, it could lead to their scarcity. Eg. Trees.
